Rule #11 Commentary


Simple living also takes shape by reducing material needs, by curbing a thirst for possessions and the domineering power that comes from ownership, and by using all God’s gifts in a spirit of generosity, justice, and moderation.  Gospel poverty for Secular Franciscans, then, consists in acquiring possessions justly, keeping needs to a minimum, and using what they have as custodians for the generous benefit of others.  In this way they live for the kingdom of God and not for this world according to the charter of happiness given in the “Beatitudes”.
